Comprehensive rehabilitation of the original “indoor-
outdoor” design of mid-century modern building with
remodeled interiors, new windows and doors, additional
inclusive bathrooms and replaced decking highlighting

Kittle Creek. Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Northgate Building

$500,000
Interior and exterior upgrades to sister building of
Livermore Pavilion, including improved meeting spaces,
accessible bathrooms and expanded exterior covered
spaces.Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Celebration Garden

$750,000
Our largest community entertaining space, with areas for
wedding ceremonies, celebrations of life, cocktail parties
and seated dinners under the oaks. Framed by the historic

Caroline Livermore Pavilion and Northgate building.
Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Celebration Stage
$750,000
Trellis covered, accessible stage expands opportunities for

gatherings, performances and celebrations.
Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Octagon House Interpretive Center and Access
$500,000
Transformation of iconic 19th well house into information
and interpretative facility exploring the natural and
cultural history of the property and Marin Art and Garden
Center. Accessible path of travel from parking at Laurel

Grove to Octagon House.
Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.
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e Barn Theater Entry, Access and Safety
$250,000

Access to the longtime home of the Ross Valley Players is
being improved for safety and ease of access. Renovations
will accommodate re and emergency vehicle turnaround
and will improve access to accessible restroom facilities
for the Redwood Amphitheater and Pixie Park.

Rose Garden

$500,000
With sitewide deer fencing, currently constrained Rose
Garden can be expanded into new, larger and more
accessible space that can accommodate instruction,
celebration and an improved visitor experience.

Bathroom Building
$250,000
Remodel of mid-century modern restroom into family

friendly facility with access from both main circulation

path (Magnolia Circle) and current entry.
Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Allée of Trees/Entry Gate

$250,000
Reminiscent of the original estate and Center design, the
new entrance will feature an allée of trees shading a new
sidewalk running from Sir Francis Drake to a new entry

gate and plaza.Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Entry Bridge and Welcome Signage

$500,000
Cornerstone element of new entry plaza includes new
paving and renovation of current bridge to its original
design — daylighting Kittle Creek and opening vista to

Habitat Garden, the Studio and Butter y Cottage.
Element of National Register of Historic Places designation.

Fencing

$250,000
Approximately 8 of the Center’s 11 acres will be fenced
for deer exclusion and for safety. Fence construction
will include decorative/artistic sections, transparent deer
fencing and materials consistent with existing portions.
Self-closing access gates located throughout property.

Sitewide Signage
$250,000
Center identi cation, way nding and interpretive signage.

Plant Identi cation/Tagging

$100,000
Botanical and common name identi cation of the Center’s
extensive survey of native and exotic plants.
